“Two minds are better than one.” Co-teaching involves the participation and

willingness of two teachers to come together and work as one to accomplish a similar goal.

That common goal is to teach English to the children of South Korea. There are many
co-teaching models and strategies that my co-teacher and | have experimented with and tried
in the classroom. Yet, the most effective model that we came across was “team teaching”. My
co-teacher and | added the word “active” in front of “team teaching” to create “active team
teaching.” Active team teaching involves equal time spent planning and teaching by the both
teachers. The content delivered is divided equally and in an agreed approach. There is never
a dull moment in the classroom when we use active team teaching. We combine auditory, kines-
thetic, and visual activities to meet all the needs of our students. Active team teaching also re-
quires trust and commitment between both the Native teacher and the Korean teacher. The re-
sult of active team teaching has created a fun and exciting environment for the teachers and

students alike at Mannyeon Elementary School.

The lesson we focused on was Lesson 13, “Let’s play soccer.” This lesson is from the fourth
grade Elementary School English book. The main focus of this lesson was for students to make
suggestions with peers and properly respond to the suggestions. To start the lesson, we sang
a short warm-up song named “I Will” by Mocca. It is an easy song that prepares the students
for English class. After greeting the students, we motivated the students by acting out a funny
skit that involved the key expressions. It drew interest because the students got to see their
teachers act silly while focusing on the important expressions. We then elicited students to
guess what the lesson was going to be about. Then we presented the information from the book
on the television screen by asking pre and post questions about the pictures they saw and the
dialogue they heard. This gave the students an opportunity to guess and answer about what
they heard and saw. To confirm that they students were listening and watching, we then asked
the students to stand up and individually remember any key expression from the dialogue and

quote it. To the students who spoke confidently and loudly, we gave them a stamp. This activity
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also helped the lower-level students speak because they got to choose any expression, simple

or difficult, from the dialogue.

For practice, we played a couple clips from the book DVD with no sound and they had to
guess the expressions the actors were using. This part of the lesson had them focus on body
language and facial expressions. After hearing the clip with no sound, they also had to listen
and repeat the expressions. The second activity was a PowerPoint presentation on the key
expressions. First, we reviewed the key expressions. Then we modeled out how to use the
expressions. We showed many examples of suggesting and responding to suggestions. The
students initially listened and repeated, and towards the end of the presentation began practicing
with their partners and groups. Using funny pictures and high energy, the students enjoyed this
part of practice. After the PowerPoint presentation, we sang a song that involved the ex-
pressions and acting out the expressions. This gave the students an opportunity to stand up
and get silly.

For production, we created a fun board game for the students to play in pairs. Each pair re-
ceived two game pieces, a die, and a board. First, we modeled how to play the game by using
the television as our board. Students rolled the die and whatever section they landed on would
be a suggestion where they would speak and respond. Whoever finished first received a stamp.
We were able to monitor and access the students as they played the game to make sure they
were using the expressions correctly and confidently. For review, we created a PowerPoint that
would test the memory of the students. An expression would come up and immediately

disappear. The students would then guess what expression it was and say it aloud chorally.

Overall, the lesson my co-teacher and | planned worked successfully to help all the students
meet their needs. It was a well balanced, creative, and fun lesson to teach to the students.
Most importantly, my co-teacher and | trusted each other throughout the process to make the

best possible lesson that met the student's needs.
