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(\_ Teaching English to young learners

Teaching young learners a foreign language is a challenge many Native teachers face. Not
only must they have the tools to conduct a class, such as lesson plans and materials, they must
also have teaching abilities to implement these tools effectively. Therefore, there is a set of skills
that Native English teachers must possess. Personally, it has taken time to grasp this concept
and luckily, with the help of my Korean co-teacher, | have grown into a teacher that has devel-
oped and is continuing to develop these essential skills. When | first began to teach English with
my current Korean teacher, | struggled to reach the professional expectations that she had set
for me. | quickly learned that planning last minute and coming to class without materials was
not acceptable. Luckily, she was patient enough to work with me and to clearly explain how detri-
mental this type of attitude could be in a classroom. Thus, after adjusting my approach to the
lessons we had together, we began to form a close relationship that correlated with the type of
classroom we had set out to achieve —one that was absolutely student-centered where teachers
were only a guide to the students’ learning process. In conclusion, | learned that co-teaching was

a relationship and more importantly, a tool, for the advancement of students’ English education.

(\( Lesson-What color is it?

For our lesson, we taught third graders “What Color Is It.” My co-teacher and | decided to uti-
lize story-telling to present colors using a book called “Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You

See?” written by Bill Martin, Jr. Through using this book and color cards, we enabled students
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to associate colors that they saw everyday to specific animals therefore making the lesson
meaningful. By allowing students to use the color cards as we were reading the story, we were
able to check their understanding. After presenting them the story, my co-teacher and | practiced
briefly with the students and moved on to the main activities as we wanted the activities to be
the meat of our lesson. The aim for us, as teachers, was to have our lesson be student-centered
rather than teacher-centered, and to have students utilize the language through speaking and
producing, rather than simply listening. Conclusively, my co-teacher and | closed the lesson
through an ‘authentic’ approach, making the lesson applicable in their lives. As colors are seen
everywhere, we made it aware by using ‘realia,” such as the varietal colors of balloons down to

the basic clothing students wore.

The main goal for our lesson was to not only present colors, but to make what they learned

applicable in their daily lives. More importantly, through teacher’s role-play and using ‘realia,” we
wanted to ensure that students would be motivated to continue their studies in English. As third
graders are young and impressionable, our goal was to pique their interest by using various
materials. By using role-play, a story book, and colors cards, we wanted to avoid the conven-
tional use of textbook in class and to create an environment that was conducive for students’
