The 7th Curriculum of Primary School English in South Korea

English subject in primary schools focuses on improving skills in basic expressions in daily conversations and especially more focuses on phonological acquisition that is a communicative language capacity. Literal language teaching includes easy and simple contexts, which are related to phonological language so as to improve learners’ readability and writing ability. 


The procedure of the subject concerns about primary school students’ traits. Primary school students are very curious and their daily life experiences and feelings strongly result in how they react and behave. Therefore English teaching and learning activities are based upon plays and experiences from students’ daily lives. It is also efficient to let the students feel the joy of discovery through their experiential learning activities. Moreover the major characteristic of primary school students is that they learn easily but forget fast because their attention span is very short. Therefore repetitions and various teaching methods are necessary and also many interesting teaching tools such as multimedia should be applied to teaching. 


The management of school hours is divided to depth and supplementary levels depending on students’ individual learning abilities. 


Primary school is the first stage for students to meet English as a subject so it is very important to let them feel ease and familiar to English. If they begin to be interested in English, it is more salient to keep their interest and confidence. This circumstance and learning attitudes can be an initial stage to improve English communicative competence in secondary schools.
